
FRENCH BEGINNER #1 
Previous knowledge of French is not necessary to take this 
course. By the end of French Beginner 1, you will be able to 
hold a very basic conversation in French. You will build strong 
vocabulary, conjugate verbs in present and future tense, make 
negative sentences and understand feminine/masculine and 
singular/plural, etc. Emphasis is put on communication.

FRENCH BEGINNER #2 
Must have completed French Beginner #1 or equivalent. This 
is a continuation of basic knowledge of French. In this course 
you learn how to tell the time, talk about your family mem-
bers, ask for directions, express agreement or disagreement. 
Emphasis is put on communication.

FRENCH BEGINNER #3
Must have completed French Beginner #2 or equivalent. You 
will practice the past tenses, learn how to make a description 
of people, personality and physical appearance, and how to 
behave in a restaurant. Emphasis is put on communication.

FRENCH BEGINNER #4
Must have completed French Beginner #3 or equivalent. You 
will practice the imperative tense, the past tenses and how to 
talk about countries, nationalities and food. Emphasis is put 
on communication.

FRENCH INTERMEDIATE #1
For students who have completed French Beginner #1, 2, 3 
and 4 or equivalent. You will learn how to use reflexive verbs, 
adverbs and how to talk about health, body parts, friendship 
and how to describe an event, nationalities and food. Empha-
sis is put on communication.

FRENCH INTERMEDIATE #2
Must have completed French Intermediate #1 or equivalent. 
You will learn how to use the future, conditional and subjunc-
tive tenses and how to talk about international politics and 
emotions. Emphasis is put on communication.

FRENCH CONVERSATION
For students who have completed French Intermediate #1 
and #2 or equivalent. The emphasis of the course will be put 
on communication and there will also be a strong cultural 
component. 
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SPANISH BEGINNER #1
Previous knowledge of Spanish is not necessary to take this 
course. By the end of Spanish Beginner #1, you will be able to 
hold a very basic conversation in Spanish and do some writing. 
Students build strong vocabulary including numbers, dates, 
alphabet, daily expressions, time, definite and indefinite articles, 
gender of nouns, subject pronouns, present tense of to be, to 
have, regular verbs and some irregular verbs, yes/no questions, 
negative and interrogative statements. Emphasis is put on com-
munication. There will also be a cultural component.

SPANISH BEGINNER #2
Must have completed Spanish Beginner #1 or equivalent. This 
is a continuation of basic knowledge of Spanish. By the end of 
this course, students will build a stronger vocabulary of family, 
adjectives, verbs, daily life expressions, possession, regular/irreg-
ular verbs and direct object pronouns. Students will be able to 
hold a basic conversation and do some writing. Emphasis is put 
on communication. There will also be a cultural component.

SPANISH BEGINNER #3
Must have completed Spanish Beginner #2 or equivalent. This 
is a continuation of basic knowledge of Spanish. By the end of 
this course, students will build a stronger vocabulary of daily 
life expressions, household chores, food, numbers and ordinal 
numbers, more verbs, present progressive, reflexive expressions, 
indirect object pronouns, verb “gustar” and preterit of regular 
verbs. Students will be able to hold a conversation and do writ-
ing. Emphasis is put on communication. There will also be a 
cultural component.

SPANISH BEGINNER #4
Must have completed Spanish Beginner #3 or equivalent. This 
is a continuation of basic knowledge of Spanish. By the end of 
this course, students will build a stronger vocabulary of daily 
life expressions, pastimes, weather, sports, irregular preterit 
verbs, indefinite and negative expressions, impersonal and 
passive se. We will continue learning about the culture of the 
Hispanic world.

SPANISH INTERMEDIATE
For students who have completed Spanish Beginner #1, 
2, 3 and 4 or equivalent. We will learn about suggestions, 
report past events, shopping at a department store, describe 
a product, make comparisons, preterit of stem-changing verbs, 
demonstrative adjectives and pronouns, comparisons of equal-
ity and inequality, and superlatives. We will continue learning 
about the culture of the Hispanic world.
